Other excitement
includes wonderful game fishing (and no need to dress up in woolly
clothes for it), surfing and white water rafting.

For the culturally minded, Papua New Guinea's population of
approaching 6 million offers a huge variety of cultures and languages
to encounter. Indigenous cultures are alive and well, with many
people continuing traditional ways of life, unchanged for centuries.
